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Suffolk owners can now be found all over the UK and
there are more than 20 studs but the heartland of the horse
remains East Anglia.

The Suffolk breed has a future as well as a past. The Suffolk
is a master of diversification, turning its talents to timber
hauling in sensitive woodlands, marathon cross country
sports, traditional farm work, parades, promotions and other
public events and it is increasingly gaining in popularity as a
riding horse

The Suffolk Horse Society was
founded in 1877 to promote and
preserve the breed. The Society
encourages breeding by offering
substantial grants to stallion and
mare owners. It inspects and
licenses stallions, maintains the
pedigrees and breeding records
and publishes the Stud Book.

To help keep alive
the considerable skills
involved in working the
heavy horse the Society
offers training days and
provides wider education
through its newsletter and
through its award winning
museum in Woodbridge,
devoted to the Suffolk
Punch breed.

The Suffolk Horse Society encourages the showing of
Suffolks by offering grants for Turnout Classes and awards
and rosettes for In-Hand Classes. It also organizes events
such as the Suffolk Horse Spectacular every September with
many Suffolks in competition, working and on display.
Each October it holds a Suffolks-only ploughing match.
